Conservative Club that was established 
in 1912.

The area around Maghull Station in 
Maghull East Ward was historically 
known as Kennessee Green, in the 1890s 
and into the early 1900’s it was larger 
than Maghull itself. Sadly there is no 
signage to mark the historic boundaries 
- perhaps something for Maghull 
Town Council to think about. We must 
conserve our local history and heritage.
